Our January General Member’s Program (01/28/10) will be "More Than a Box," by Larry 

Anderson.  Larry is a member of the American Society of Artists, and has participated in their 

Water Tower Arts and Crafts Festival. He creates handcrafted jewelry boxes, both functional and 

sculptural in domestic and exotic hardwoods.  He has shown his work at the Mindscape Gallery 

in Evanston, and has been a contributing artist to the Illinois Artisans Shop at the State of Illinois 

Center, Chicago. He has done Woodcrafts Demonstrations at the Artisans Shop, instructed many 

workshops on "Creative Boxes, The Band Saw Box," and Design and Ideas discussions.  These 

include how to make your own unique frames. Larry also incorporates tile and glass into his 

designs.  He frames his own beautiful and accurate watercolors from Chicago, waterfront, 

lighthouse, and boating themes.  He shows his boxes and watercolors successfully in most major 

North Shore Chicago/Wisconsin art shows each season.
