We hope Jack 

will be able to offer an oil pastel class in the near future.  He will be adding crana dôache as a 

medium to explore in his Tuesday morning classes.  (There will be no December 2008 General 

Meeting.)

A change was made to #6 stating òAll exhibitors must 

gallery sit (at least once) during t he time in which their work is displayed. (Exceptions must be 

appealed to the board) .  The number of participating artists in the show will determine the 

number of shifts per exhibitor.ó  There is a change in the Art Bin Guidelines #4 òNo artwork 

on stretcher bars is allowed due to space constraint s.ó  Also in the contract is the right for 

GLAA to take photos of your artwork for advertising purposes.  Marilyn asked the board how 

long we would consider keeping the old contracts.  Discussi on followed and it was decided that 

the committee could keep th e cold contra cts to refer to for themes and a rtists.  Perhaps the 

GLAA historian or a committee member would take care of that project.
